The “DD” rings are manufactured from chrome boron steel,
which is the same material Simba use in their disc blades.
As the “DD" rings are working more passively than a disc
blade the improvement in wear is considerable.

With the “DD"” ring enclosed, stones do not present a
problem, they cannot jam between the spokes as they do
with cast rings.
Also, running at
speed in very hard
stony conditions
does not cause
shattering and
breakage.

The shouldered
profile of the rings
act as a very
effective depth
control ensuring
consistent
consolidation
without working
too deep.
